Student Behavioral Expectations at IslandWood
To be Read by Students & Parents

· Each day you will be outside.  It is important that each time you leave your lodge you are properly prepared with the required clothing and equipment.  
· You will bring rain gear, a water bottle and a backpack to field study everyday.  If you cannot obtain these, IslandWood has them to loan.

· You will be away from home overnight. We expect you to be independent and responsible for your own belongings and behavior.  

· We expect you to participate at IslandWood in the spirit of cooperation and to contribute positively to the group experience.

· Each day you will bring your journal and pencil, ready to record your observations and reflections.
· You will obey the adult in charge, whether it is your classroom teacher, your IslandWood instructor, or the person supervising your dining table.
· There is no swimming or wading in the pond or estuary.

· There is no leaving the campus boundaries without an adult from your school.

· Family members or friends are not allowed to drop in for visits while you are at IslandWood.

· There is no candy, gum or drinks allowed on campus.  IslandWood will provide meals and snacks.

· You will not bring any cell phones, personal stereos, hand-held video games, or any other electronic devices to IslandWood.

· Students are not allowed in the sleeping lodges without an adult.  Please respect the needs of others:
· Do not touch anyone else’s personal belongings without their permission.

· Do not  enter anyone else’s room without permission 

· Observe the Lights Out and Quiet Time from 9:15 p.m. until 6:45 a.m.
· You must not purposely damage any property at IslandWood.  Property includes both manmade elements and the natural environment.

· Your conduct should be appropriate to a classroom environment and should allow others to learn, to be safe, and to enjoy their learning experience.  
· Please understand that you may be sent home for violating any of IslandWood rules or your school’s rules pertaining to the IslandWood trip.  If this happens, your parents will be contacted to take you home.  Your school will not receive a refund for your portion of the trip.
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
